	The South Gloucestershire Council Local Member 

Councillor Tristan Clarke gave a verbal report to update residents on the NPPF Changes noting a large increase of housing requirement target due to the reform of formular used by the governing body.  The current local plan for South Gloucestershire is at regulation 19, awaiting response from inspectorate but it is hoped to be on track for late 2025, early 2026 progress.  Note, a settlement boundary would be required.
