WELCOME  & PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
Members of the public were invited to raise any matters concerning the Parish (time allowed 20 mins maximum) 

Cllr Moody opened the meeting, welcoming visitors and Cllrs.  A number of resident were in attendance to raise their concerns regarding the flooding and sewerage overflow in the parish.  The clerk reported receipt of a letter from another resident raising their concerns and asked that any evidence is formally sent to the parish council to enable an evidence base to be established prior to contact with authorities.  Future agenda item to be added next month.

Further residents raised concerns regarding the application for the gypsy/traveller site appeal which is in process noting the unsuitable site.  Resident were assured the parish council has followed due process and an objection had been lodged.  The hearing is scheduled for 5th March 2026 at 10am.  New point of note, an amendment had been lodged to remove the travellers site allocation that had been incorrectly allocated to Rangeworthy following a calls for sites request. This has not been accepted currently but will be highlighted to the planning inspectorate as evidence for the hearing.
