Members of the public were invited to raise any matters concerning the Parish (time allowed 20 mins maximum) 

Residents attended the meeting to note their concerns regarding flooding issues in the parish.  A recent meeting had been held by local residents to discuss their concerns and share information.  It is suggested that Cromhall Water Works has struggled to cope with the increase in required capacity and the recent planning applications will only add further negative impact.  The suggested mitigation measures were of concern to the residents, noting the ditch, culvert, holding tank and pond with a recent planning application amendment.  Questions were asked regarding riparian responsibility.  It was noted that the recent South Gloucestershire Council planning approval had caused deep disappointment and a complaint had been raised to SGC notify them of their concerns.

Speeding issues noted, disappointment with decision to remove flashing sign from condition of planning.  Further accident noted last week.

Gypsy/traveller site appeals 25/00110/REFUS to be held in March.  Not considered appropriate site. Awaiting appeal hearing and decision, expected in March/April 2026.

a) To consider 1st draft of contract for football cub and agree actions
The 1st draft was presented to members to review.  It was AGREED to accept the drafted version of the lease and send to football club with invoice for the sum of £2250.12. The hire shall commence on 01/02/2026 and continue until 31/06/2027, constituting an initial 17-month term.

b) To receive quotes for works to pavilion and consider actions

Fire risk assessment – 2 quotes were presented.  It was RESOLVED to accept the quote for £375 for Steve Wiltshire (Safety Matters) LTD to carry out the work.

Boiler service – It was RESOLVED to complete the boiler service by P J Bryer at the cost of £154.70.

a) Green Lane anti social behaviour report
